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In accordance with the criteria and authority prescribed in
PCC-47-0280, PCC-48-0200(1)(a), PCC-49-0150, and
ORS ORS 279B.080, 279C.110(11), an emergency
declaration was requested and declared on March 25,
2020 in order to ensure the prompt execution of College
contracts to support the continuation of operations.
Subsequent extensions were issued July 2, 2020,
December 31, 2020, June 30, 2021 and the final
extension on December 22, 2021. The final extension
was terminated effective April 1, 2022 to coincide with the
Governors termination of Oregon’s COVID-19 emergency
declaration (21-36).

The general circumstances leading to the College
declaration included the following: On March 8, 2020, the
Governor of the State of Oregon declared by Executive
Order No. 20-03 a statewide public health state of
emergency due to the outbreak of COVID-19. Thereafter,
the World Health Organization declared that the COVID-
19 outbreak is a global pandemic, the President of the
United States declared the COVID-19 outbreak a national
emergency, the Multnomah County Chair signed
Executive Rule No. 388 declaring a state of emergency
relating to COVID-19 in Multhomah County, and the City
of Portland declared a local emergency relating to

COVID-19 within the City of Portland.The Governor
subsequently extended the Emergency Declaration and
additionally issued Executive Order 20-28 which set
minimum standards and requirements for the Operation
of Higher Education Institutions during COVID-19.

The spread of COVID-19 caused widespread closures
and cancellations in the region and across the country.
Public health officials recommended at a minimum
isolation and social distancing. The declarations, work
from home mandates, isolation, and social distancing did
not allow for job site walks, in person pre-solicitation
meetings, public opening of Bids or Proposals.

The COVID-19 pandemic event was determined to be not
foreseeable and the risk assessment found that a
substantial risk of loss, damage, a substantial threat to
public health, welfare, safety or interruption of services to
staff and students could occur if procurements were not
performed and expedited as needed.

As a requirement of the declaration the College
Purchasing Manager was required to review and ensure
each contract utilized competition that was reasonable
and appropriate under the emergency circumstances.

That the Board of Directors ratify the below contracts
entered into between March 25, 2020 and April 1, 2022
under the COVID-19 Emergency Declaration as
described above.
