REPORT: The 2017 Bond Program includes new construction at the 

Portland Metropolitan Workforce Training Center (PMWTC). 
With the new building, a new name is recommended: 
“Opportunity Center”.  This name change will reflect the unique 
and special services offered at the location to help students 
attain necessary skills for employment.     

 
Additionally, the recommendation of a name change includes 
the Willow Creek Center, which offers similar special services, 
being recognized as an Opportunity Center in its building 
name.  This change will maintain district-wide continuity (aligned 
with One College) and formalize the use of the Opportunity 
Center name.  

 
Locational details will be provided via the college website and 
other informational materials to distinguish the two Opportunity 
Centers from each other. 

  
Per College Board Policy 703B: Naming of College Facilities, 
Programs, and Positions, the PCC Board of Directors has sole 
authority over the naming of College campuses, sites, buildings, 
facilities, and parts of facilities.                                        

  
RECOMMENDATION: That the Board of Directors approve the new name of 

“Opportunity Center” be adopted for both the Portland 
Metropolitan Workforce Training Center and Willow Creek 
Center.
